APPROVAL OF SPECIAL MEETING AGENDA
MOTION:  Rob Cone-Clerk made the motion to approve the agenda of the April 2nd, 2010 special meeting of the Planning Commission.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A. February 12th, 2010 Special Meeting Minutes

MOTION: Jerry Vandergriff moved to approve the minutes of the February 12th, 2010 special meeting of the Planning Commission.

SECOND: Walter Finke seconded the motion.
VOTE: Motion passed unanimously.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS
A. Ed Barrett, Interim City Manager, provided the commission members with a written report in   their packets.  Planning commission members agreed that a most important item in the report was the announcement of the receipt of Joey Viera-Gotay’s resignation  of duties as Financial Officer for the City.

B. Director of Public Works, Scott Korbe, reported Shoreside Petroleum was still working on their plans and that he last heard it was on the way to the State Fire Marshall for a first review and when that is done, the planning commission will have the opportunity to review and comment to make sure that everything is in good order.  Mr. Korbe stated that he is working with ARRC, Alaska West in a waterline re-design located at the end of Depot Road.  Mr. Korbe said that ARRC has decided to draw up plans in-house and were informed that that was okay but the plans will still need DEC approval and our engineer will review it and have requirements.  
Mr. Korbe said that he had been contacted today by someone looking to buy a lot and start up a business at the end of Kenai Street and Eastern.  The person would like to have a combination business/residence.  The area is zoned residential at this time.  He would have to put in water and sewer.

NEW BUSINESS

A.  January 13, 2010 Letter to City Council
Mr. Barrett reported that the Planning Commission’s letter to the City Council was received with enthusiasm and that they (the council members) want to make it happen.  Jerry Vandergriff said that he voted for it. Mr. Barrett stated that money wasn’t discussed at the time.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A.  Review of Tideland Zoning

Commission clerk, Rebecca Clement reported that the city had that day received the maps from Land Design North along with a CD of the project they had been contracted to do for us.  It was noticed by some commission members that there are errors on the maps.  Charlene Arneson stated that she would bring in her maps from the Railroad for comparison.  Ed Barrett suggested looking in to using the internet and an on site map printer for the future.
B.   Zoning – Head of Passage Canal
Charlene Arneson and Mr. Vandergriff agreed that both Shakespeare Creek and the fish lagoon be zoned as “Parks”.  The idea of Planned Unit Developments was discussed.
C.  Zoning -  Cliffside Marina

Ms. Arneson  wondered if these were still with the City’s attorney.  Mr. Barrett stated that he would contact the attorney’s office (Brooks Chandler) to find out if this and Tideland zoning information are indeed still there.

D.  Review of Tideland Zoning

Again, PUDs were discussed as well as “submerged land”.  Jerry Vandergriff stated that DNR gave the city the submerged land of Smitty’s Cove in 1998.
He added that almost nothing can be done with it because it is considered ‘navigable water” by the Corps of Engineers.
PUBLIC COMMENT
The commission discussed the status of Shakespeare Creek Lagoon and Mr. Barrett advised that we be more proactive in getting the project further from the conceptual stage and closer to the pre-engineering stage.  He suggested Norman Smith, state ports and harbor engineer with ADOT would be helpful on this matter and that of test holes.  Ms. Arneson suggested also talking to Glen Gray about the project, specifically, and creek remediation.
COMMISSION COMMENTS

Mr. Korbe, Director of Public Works, reported at this time stating that he attended an ARRC meeting today at which the Railroad discussed installing more lights at the intersection of Whittier Street and the railroad tracks and on the other side of the cruise ship debark/embarkation area of the tracks.  Mr. Korbe added that the Railroad will be building a new structure on their property that will be a maintenance shed.  There was a discussion about the depot grant project and Mr. Korbe noted that there was work being done in the design phase.  There was also discussion about foot bridges.
Rob Cone-Clark stated his interest in recreational beach survey leading into water quality monitoring he saw on a beach grant website.  Charlene Arneson suggested that Mr. Cone-Clark make this introduction at the next Watershed Council meeting.
