ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

A. Deputy Harbormaster Report

Sue Miller reported that the concrete patch work is being done, the Harbor is winterized, and there will probably be 8 boats in dry storage.  She also reported that The Ushagat had broken loose and went under the dock. She does not think it caused any damage and it was moved to the City Dock and the owner has been notified and an incident report was filed. The Lucky Penny went down and an incident report was made as well. Shannon Tolman plans to help remove the Ushagat.

B. City Manager Report

John Janik reported that bids for HOPC deadline is next Thursday, October 20th. The small Boat Harbor Phase 1 sheet pile project is still pending the bid package should be available any time.

John Janik reported that he had been asked to investigate the Whittier Boat owners Association. He has done this, and his findings were that it was involuntarily dissolved on June 11, 2003 for failure to pay taxes. The name was available so Mr. Janik took on the name personally, He now has the rights for the Whittier Boat Owners Association, Inc. he is not sure what he is going to do with it at this time. He does not expect the Commission to take any action. Don Iverson stated that they (Boat owners) are a group of people who are a club if nothing else who use the name Whittier Boat Owners Association. Mr. Janik stated that was fine but they could not use Inc. behind it. Mr. Janik wants all advertisement and anything with the WBOA name on it removed from City property. Mr. Iverson stated that he is on the Board to help the City and not to fight with us and he has no desire to help a bunch of petty people who want to fight. He says that this is the stupidest thing he has ever heard in his life. Mr. Janik says that the fight is not with the City and the WBOA but within the Association itself. Kent Wohl stated that the WBOA pays taxes and therefore are a part of the community and have a right to be heard.  David Goldstein agreed. John Janik stated that he would put this aside if the Commission so recommends. Dave Goldstein stated that they do so recommend.

d. Harbor Rebuild update

Shannon Tolman commented that the rebuild is not going as planned. He asked who made the decision to go with wood floats instead of concrete as in the plans. John Janik replied that he did not know who made that decision but the bid package now is designed for wood floats by PND. He said Phase I is the west end and is the Sheet pile project, it will be using salvaged floats. Marilyn Heddell stated that the business owners are losing square footage on their properties through the years and that the Sheet pile Project will stop that. Brad Von Wichman asked do we have to move the Harbor Office? John Janik replied that it would have to be moved back some. Dave Goldstein commented that the old Harbor Master and City Manager made the decision to use wood instead of concrete. He suggested that The Commission schedule a workshop. Marilyn Heddell once again reminded the Commission that it had already been passed to the City Council for review. Don Iverson stated that it was the financial plan not the rebuild plan that had been passed over to the City Council.  John Janik stated that the Commission should have a workshop after they get the bid from PND. Don Iverson asked if the Commission could have a presentation from PND at the next meeting as he does not think everyone knows what is really going on.
